* The Speaking assessment is done in class during the lessons, with retrievals questions, when reviewing the vocabulary and with the new vocabulary/
guestions introduced in new topics. The teacher assesses them on their ability to participate, speak, answer questions, their pronunciation, and sees if they
struggle or are confident with the language in general. With time teachers can easily see the speaking levels of their pupils.
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
